What do you need to use to close your essay?
	· Link to the create interest of you OP.

· Restate the Thesis using specific terms.
· Choose a phrase from each of the three body paragraphs that can act like synonyms of each of the three parts of the Thesis Statement.
· If  appropriate, make a prediction about the future as it relates to your overall topic.
